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Bird Monitoring Report  
December 2013 

 
Establishment and review of the monitoring program  
 
The Otago Peninsula bird monitoring program was set up in September 2010, 
following advice from members of the Dunedin Branch of the Ornithological Society 
and ecologist Marcia Dale. The aim is to monitor bird population changes following 
removal of possums from the Peninsula. 
 
Derek Onley, a local ornithologist, reviewed the monitoring data obtained up to 
September 2013 and suggested changing to a more consistent counting pattern, which 
most volunteers prefer. Volunteer bird counters now aim to undertake a total of 8 
counts at specified times in September, October, November and April/May. 
 
Volunteer time 
 
There are 22 bird count transects in a variety of bird habitats -  11 in sectors 1, 2 and 3 
and 11 in sector 4. Volunteers walk the 1 km transect, recording all bird species heard 
and seen. Some volunteers prefer to do their count with a friend, and in the past year 
over 33 individuals have been involved. The average time to do a count, including 
travel and data entry, is 2 hours. Counts are requested 8 times per year.   Sharyn Broni 
collates all the data, does some analysis and emails newsletters.  This is a significant 
time commitment, approximately 10 hours per week.  Moira Parker (an OPBT trustee) 
co-ordinates the programme, requiring 3 hours per week. 
 
Expert advice 
 
Derek Onley has willingly given his time to run training sessions, which are essential 
for any new volunteer, and in addition runs a refresher session in the spring. 
 
Community benefits 
 
The monitoring program has brought together Otago Peninsula residents with an 
interest in birds and encouraged others to become involved.  Not many of us are 
experts, but we are enthusiastic amateurs and learn more each season. Photographs 
and videos taken by volunteers are shared.  A social get-together at the end of the year 
provides an opportunity for volunteers to meet up and compare notes, and meet 
OPBG trustees who are able to attend. 
 
What have we learned in 3 years? 
 
The intention of the monitoring programme was to collect baseline data and then 
continue post possum control. This has been achieved for 1 year prior to possum 
control for Sectors 1, 2 and 3, and 2 years prior to possum control for Sector 4. 
Post possum control, tui have been recorded in new locations (eg  285, Cape Saunders 
Rd, in Sector 1) where they have not been seen previously. It is still too soon to 
conclude that this is a direct result of much lower possum numbers.  However, 
monitoring will continue and in time it is anticipated that OPBT will have robust data 
to show increases in numbers and distribution of some bird species.
